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POWER DRIVE UNIT


The drive unit is equipped with a ground fault interrupter (GFI) plug end for safety purposes.  Depressing the set button on the GFI supplies power to the drive unit.  Do not use the GFI buttons as on-off switches for the drive unit.


OPERATING PROCEDURES:

(1) Lay the drive unit on its back with the cable receptacle parallel to the floor

(2) Take out the remote on-off/forward-reverse control box from the storage compartment

CAUTION:  Do not attach cable to drive unit before plugging the unit in

(3) Plug unit in and be sure belt mount switch is in the off position

(4) Lay the cable assembly out straight, then loop it back to the drive unit so there is only one large turn in the cable.  Be sure all the twists are out of the cable when laying it out.  Insert drive end of cable into drive unit and hand tighten in position.  Cable should now come directly out of drive unit and be parallel to the floor.  Choose which cleaning device is to be used (strap head or brush).  Remove the adapter fitting at the end of cable by loosening two piece aluminum locking collar.  The bolt supplied with the strap head will thread directly into the tool end of the cable.  Secure the bolt and strap head assembly by tightening the locking collar.  Be sure to align the slot in the tool end coupler with the split collar.  To use brushes, insert the adapter fitting into the end of the cable and secure in place with locking collar.  The brushes will now thread into the adapter fitting

(5) If the cable breaks (usually near either end), trim the outer casing back, be sure the broken end of cable is clean and even.  Place new cable end over end of cable and have it crimped on using a hydraulic press device.

CAUTION:  Do not force the cable into a sharp turn.  This may result in a kink or break in the cable.

CAUTION:  While using brushes, operate the drive unit in the forward or clockwise
 direction only.

STRAP HEAD

Nylon strap head can be used in a variety of duct types.  Strapping material works best when ends become frayed and worn.  Strap head diameter should not be more than 2” longer than inside diameter of duct.  In square or rectangular ducts, the strap size should be no more than 2” greater than the shortest dimension of the duct  (i.e.  10” x 14” duct uses a 12” diameter strap head)

The strap head is pitched so that rotation creates air movement in the duct.  Forward or reverse rotation dictates which direction the air will move.  Strapping can easily be replaced by sliding old material out, cut equal length of new strapping, fold and reinsert into hub assembly.  The roll pins assure that the strapping will not pull out of the hub assembly.

BRUSHES

The brushes provided are typically used in round sheetmetal duct.  The brush size should be equal to or smaller than the inside diameter of the duct.  Oversizing of brush or use of too large a brush can cause excessive twisting of the cable that may result in cable failure.
